What Are Workshops and how much are they worth?

· Workshops after school are offered to enhance the cultural opportunities presented to students and make World Language Week more of a hands on experience.

· Workshops are worth 20 points and must be signed up for in advance and online

How Do I sign up for a workshop?

· ONLINE SIGN UPS 

· You must have a Permission Slip filled out before you receive sign up information

· Permission Slip is due  FRIDAY, MARCH 14th
· ONLINE SIGN UP WINDOW

·  The info to sign up will be handed out in class by Wednesday March 19th
· Signups will take place Friday March, 21 @ noon through Monday March 24 @ 1:45pm

· Students may only sign up for ONE workshop.

· Check your schedule for availability!!! Once the window has closed, we will not remove you from the workshop and you will lose points if you do not attend!!  

· The SignupGenius will give you the availability to edit your attendance as long as the sign up window is open.  It would be YOUR responsibility to remove yourself from a workshop while the registration window is open.

What else should I know about Workshops?

· CANCELLED SCHOOL:  Workshops will not be replaced if school is cancelled.  Please plan ahead and complete a different assignment if your day for a workshop is cancelled.
